tables, the elaborate palm frond supports, involved no tables, the elaborate palm frond supports, involved no 
wood whatsoever!wood whatsoever!

In the style of Emilio Terry, the Cuban born architect and In the style of Emilio Terry, the Cuban born architect and 
designer, whose work has been described as designer, whose work has been described as ‘‘an an 
inspired synthesis of classicism, romanticism and inspired synthesis of classicism, romanticism and 
surrealismsurrealism’’ these spectacular console tables have been these spectacular console tables have been 
a labour of love involving most of the team here at a labour of love involving most of the team here at 
Lillyfee.Lillyfee.

From Colin and the clients initial drawings, Andrew sculpted From Colin and the clients initial drawings, Andrew sculpted 
the palm fronds in modelling clay, created a silicone the palm fronds in modelling clay, created a silicone 
mould and cast them in reinforced fibreglass. In the mould and cast them in reinforced fibreglass. In the 
meantime, Luke and Tom made the base and table top. meantime, Luke and Tom made the base and table top. 
Even in construction, It was very clear that these Even in construction, It was very clear that these 
tables were going to look spectacular.tables were going to look spectacular.

Once treated with a base primer and sealer, the tables were Once treated with a base primer and sealer, the tables were 
to be finished in Gesso, a traditional chalky finish. to be finished in Gesso, a traditional chalky finish. 
This was prepared in the workshop using a This was prepared in the workshop using a 
combination of whiting and rabbit skin glue. Once combination of whiting and rabbit skin glue. Once 
applied, the entire task force spent a very happy applied, the entire task force spent a very happy 
morning creating a white dust cloud throughout the morning creating a white dust cloud throughout the 
workshop as they sanded the tables. It was gently workshop as they sanded the tables. It was gently 
suggested to them that the job was possibly one best suggested to them that the job was possibly one best 
completed outside in the garden and the sanding frenzy completed outside in the garden and the sanding frenzy 
continued afresh in a slightly more suitable location!   continued afresh in a slightly more suitable location!
